	Dramatic irony is used to promote the inspector as being correct, but also to 
	
	Mr Birling and his views.

	Priestley shows us the immorality of capitalism whilst telling us to be responsible and caring. This makes the play a 
	
	play which is designed to teach us something. 

	The play is set just before the First World War and just after the Second World War. By showing us the historical errors of our ways, Priestley is trying to tell us that 
	
	is the way forward in order to build a more caring, worthwhile society.

	The Inspector can be seen as a 
	
	for Priestley’s socialist views.

	Because the Inspector is 
	
	he appears to know everything – which emphasises the positive aspects of socialism.

	The Inspector warns that people who don’t listen to him will be taught a lesson “in fire and blood and anguish” which 
	
	the strength of Priestley’s belief that capitalism leads to atrocities like war.
