A C grade piece of discussion: By the end, she had begun to feel and understand a sense of community, seeing Eva Smith not only as an unfortunate girl, but also as a symbol for all other Eva Smiths and other factory workers in the world.

This sentence brings it up to B: This is relevant to the historical context of the play because of the capital vs labour/union worries at the time.

This sentence brings it up to A: Priestley appears to side with the interests of people, within an overall theme of socialism, as he is sympathetic to the plight of people like Eva Smith, portraying them as being in need of compassion and pity. 

This sentence brings it up to A*: As well as looking at the people in society who are treated the worst, the play shows how women are prevented from reaching their social aspirations without resorting to such things as having a profligate number of children to create some sort of family/financial stability. Sheila represents a hopefulness in youth who Priestley believed could go on and change the world and break free from their parents’ dogmatic shackles. 
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
