Task:  To research the Edwardian Era (approximately 1901-1920) and find out what life would have been for people living at this time.
Produce a fact sheet using Word which includes the following information:

· Which Kings ruled Britain between 1901-1920?

· What was the difference between an upper-class person and a working-class person in 1912 Britain?  How would their lives have been different?

· How would children have been educated in Edwardian Britain?  Would they dress differently from us today?  Include pictures.

· During this period, the British Empire was at its most powerful. Find a map of the world which shows the countries that the British Empire ruled.

· Technology - the Titanic was only one of the major technological advances of this period. Find out TWO other scientific and technological developments which were happening at this time.
· Many people onboard the Titanic were emigrating. Large numbers of people were emigrating from Europe to America during this period. Try to find out figures for the number of people who emigrated to America at this point in time and include the countries they were leaving from.

· Give an example of a famous British person who lived through the Edwardian era and explain why they are famous.
